We are aware that your child may have medical needs, additional needs or allergies which it is important for us to be aware of. As you can probably guess my next line… Speak to Us.
We will need to know everything to ensure that we give them the best possible experience on the Jamboree and to allow us to adapt the experience to make it fully inclusive for them.

We will treat every young person and yourselves with the confidentiality they deserve and so feel free to arrange to speak to us separately.

If your child has severe allergies, it goes without saying that we need to know exactly what it is and the course of action you’d need us to take if a reaction should happen.

As mentioned earlier, mental health is important and if your child suffers with a mental health condition its important that you are open and honest with us, in order for us to be able to best support them throughout.

In terms of vaccinations, the advice we have been given currently is that your child should be up-to-date with the UK recommended vaccination program for children. In terms of COVID-19, we do not yet know if the entry requirements for Korea will require your child to be vaccinated. Please factor this in to your considerations, if it becomes a requirement of entry and your child has not had the COVID-19 vaccine, then they may not be able to go.

Young people will need to have a valid passport with validity until at least December 2023. 

If you haven’t got one, get started as soon as possible. The UK contingent will need passport details at some point during the registration process, so you don’t want to leave it too late if its due to expire before the Jamboree.

Visas, based on current advice from Foreign Office, holders of British Citizen passports won't need a visa. We may need a K-ETA, which is Korea Electronic Travel Authorisation, but we’ll find out more and let you know as we go along.
